Last year’s DfES White Paper endorsement of multi-faith chaplaincy is being  followed up by Statutory Guidance to LSC and colleges to accompany the coming FE Act There is also LSC funding of the three year Faiths in FE programme, and now All Faiths and None. All this has led to considerable new interest in chaplaincy in many colleges, especially in relation to young people.
